Andover, 388 Mass. 153 (1983) (case of first impression in Massachusetts imposing the doctrine of implied contractual indemnity upon a town in the setting of a municipal contract where the town had failed to provide adequate police and fire support for a holiday fireworks display ultimately resulting in a young child picking up an undetonated incendiary device which subsequently exploded and traumatically amputated the child’s hand.)

Chas. T. Main, Inc. v. Fireman’s Fund Insurance Company, 406 Mass. 862 (1990) (case of first impression in Massachusetts interpreting the concept of “claims made” coverage in the setting of professional liability insurance coverage and holding that a failure to timely report a claim within the designated time period of a claims made policy was a condition precedent to coverage and voided coverage for the insured, even in the absence of prejudice.)

New England Tea & Coffee v. Fireman’s Fund Insurance Company, 54 Mass. App. Ct. 903 (2002) (successfully obtained affirmance of trial court’s allowance of summary judgment determining that insurer had no duty to either defend or indemnify claim of defamation.)
